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Aquapulse Lite – Installation and instructions
Installation

Aquapulse Lite does not require any electricity or additional installation equipment. It relies totally on natural materials enclosed in the sleek stainless steel casing. 

Fitting is extremely simple and easy. The Aquapulse Lite can be installed in the filtration system of your pond in an easy to reach position.

In a multibay type set up for example, this can be placed in the vortex or matting section on sitting on top. 
The unit can also be placed directly into the pond (in a waterfall or shallow area for example). 
In all cases the Aquapulse Lite should be fully submerged. 

Cleaning

Aquapulse Lite requires no routine cleaning or special maintenance. We have observed that algae growth and insect larvae may attach to the casing. This does not affect the operation but should you wish to remove visible debris this can be done so using a light non abrasive cloth and clean water.
Do not use any chemicals to clean Aquapulse Lite.

Under no circumstances open the stainless steel casing of Aquapulse Lite.
Operation
Aquapulse Lite requires no maintenance or monitoring throughout its operating life. We recommend that it is replaced every 2 years for best results. 

It must be fully submerged in the water for optimal results but should it become dry simply refill the pond or place in a deeper area to resume its operation. Aquapulse Lite requires no maturation like a conventional filter and is not reliant on bacterial colonisation.

Treating Fish

Due to how Aquapulse Lite alters water at a molecular level, we strongly recommend that the unit is removed for the duration of any fish treatments and for a period of 2 weeks after the last dosage has been added. This will ensure that any treatments administered are not broken down or reduced in effectiveness by Aquapulse Lite. Once the full period has elapsed, the unit can simply be placed back in the Tank/Pond/Filter. 
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
